¶ Minimum height 7m

Terms and conditions 

¶ For one touring sign off the basic requirements are: 

¶ Return economy travel for the total company (maximum 12 people).  Denmark and UK include 

2 fully flexible flights if within Europe. 

¶ Return over land freight transportation from Elsinore, by air if outside of Europe and 

insufficient time to ship.  Freight volume based on 1 x 12.5m truck. 

¶ 12 non-smoking single rooms, bed & breakfast  

¶ All local travel, if applicable between airport – hotels – theatre 

¶ Per diems: 50 euros per person per day to be provided to the Company Manager on day of 

arrival, in local currency and broken down into correct amounts for travelling individuals.
